Ĉ What do shepherds do when a 
lamb goes astray? ±  

Ĉ What is the shepherds attitude 
toward the lost sheep? 

Ĉ How does the shepherd react 
when the lost sheep is found? 
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Ĉ The focus is on the woman searching 
diligently for a lost coin (days wage, 
wedding headdress) 

Ĉ She knew what she had or she would 
not have known one was missing ±  

Ĉ She placed great value on each coin ±
(demonstrated in her diligent search 
for the one that was lost)  

Ĉ Rejoiced when she found it! 
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Ĉ The emphasis is on the love of the 
Father -  

Ĉ The prodigal son made a conscious 
decision to leave and waste his 
inheritance on sinful pleasure ±  

Ĉ The Father did not go and find the 
son ± The son had to make a 
decision to return home ±  

Ĉ There was great joy when the son 
returned! 
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
